Norfolk Show Jumping Club

The minutes of the Annual General Meeting of the Norfolk Show Jumping Club held on 

Tuesday, 9th November, at 8.00pm at Elm Farm, St Faiths

1. Apologies:  Sue Cox, Valerie Rose, Howard Rose, Mr Thurtle, Mrs Walpole and Mrs Clarke
2. Minutes:  the Minutes of the 2009 Annual General Meeting were proposed by Mr Pointer and seconded by Mr Peasley
3. Matters Arising:  Irrigation – Mr Walpole asked for an update on the proposal to provide irrigation at Cherry Bee Farm.  Mr Walpole offered to contribute towards the cost of irrigation, if it was agreed to proceed.  Mr Mallett told members that we had no guarantee of how much the total cost would be and that the major problem would be obtaining a licence to extract enough water.  The soil has been tested and the Club had been advised that irrigation would be ineffective due to the imbalance in the soil. Mr Dye did not want to see the Club invest its funds in land that it does not own.  Mr Pointer pointed out that the Club will have to spend £6,000 on timing equipment in order to continue running shows and therefore there would not be enough funds left to provide irrigation at Cherry Bee. It was therefore proposed by Miss Bloyce, seconded by Miss Clarke and carried that the Club would not provide funds for irrigation

4. NSJC Constitution

a. It was agreed that non members, who have an interest in the Club, should be allowed to attend the AGM

b. It was agreed that one parent can vote on behalf of a Junior member under the age of 17.
c. For Family membership – two votes for parents

d. Mr Pointer proposed that only Club members are entitled to vote at the AGM.  This was seconded by Mrs Thurtle, a vote was taken and the proposal was carried.

e. Mr Dye proposed that the election of officers should be carried out at the AGM.  This was seconded by Mr Walpole, a vote was taken, the proposal was carried. 

f. Mr Peasley proposed that we adopt the amended constitution.  This was seconded by Mr Pointer and carried.
5. Chairman’s Report:  Mr Mallett thanked his committee and all the officials who make the shows successful, particularly Valerie Rose and Jenny Bilborough for tirelessly taking entries at all the shows.  He thanked Dusty Carver, Josie Gates, Hilary Francois and Martin Vincent for providing all the venues, Cherry Bee Farm, Mousehold Farm, Easton College and Humberstone Farm. He then thanked  Richard Pointer, David Gayton and the staff at Elm Farm for the social events.  He went on to say that the club is  indebted to their sponsors, Micheala Toon, Scot Sheds, Allen and Page, Ian and Oliver Thurtle, Richard Pointer, Horstead Garage and Horsford Fish and Chip Shop and for the sponsored fillers and water trays to Horsford Fish and Chip Shop, Burgers Plus, Two Trees Saddlery, HMG Towbars, Norwich Motor Group, Racheal Chandler, Global Signs, Jonathon Egmore and Mark Owers of Broadland Chiropractors. Also The Club has been well represented this year at National level.  He concluded with the sad news that Maureen Holden had sadly lost her brave battle with cancer.
6. Treasurer’s Report

a. A net profit of £2714 was made during the year due to a reduction in expenses.
b. The Shows made a profit of £1,000 after taking into account the running costs.
c. The cost of First Aid has been reduced due to the policy of having only one first aider in attendance at one ring shows.

d. Clear round/tickets to ride were up on the previous year – less people being BSJA members

e. The Committee have agreed that proceeds from social events would be placed in a deposit account for the purchase of the new timing equipment required by the BSJA.

f. Mr Walpole stated that there was no cost to the Club for the 30th Presentation Evening, which was entirely sponsored.

g. Mr Walpole asked if the club had paid the Larking Gowen accountancy invoice, because he had also paid one.  Mr Peasley would send Mr Walpole a copy of the invoice and Mr Walpole would clarify payment of this invoice with Larking Gowen.
7. Election of Committee

a. Each year a third of the committee will stand down.  These members will then, if they wish, stand for re election alongside any other members who wish to be proposed.  

b. The members standing down in 2010 are Mrs Coe, Mrs Craske, Mr Mallett, Mrs Sutton and Mrs Peasley.  All were standing for re election, and as there were no other members wishing to be proposed, they were duly re elected.

c. Election of Chairman – Mr Mallett was proposed by Mr Pointer, seconded by Mrs Thurtle and elected

d. Election of Vice Chairman – Mr Pointer was proposed by Mr Peasley, seconded by Mr Dye and elected

e. Election of Secretary – Mrs Peasley was proposed by Mr Mallett, seconded by Mr Dye and elected.

f. Election of Treasurer – Mr Peasley was proposed by Mr Pointer, seconded by Mr Mallett and elected.

g. Election of President – Mr Jacks was proposed by Mrs Peasley, seconded by Mrs Thurtle and elected.

h. Election of Vice President – Mrs Attenborough was proposed by Mr Peasley, seconded by Mrs Peasley and elected.

i. Mr Thurtle and Mr Rose are Life Vice Presidents.
8. Supporters Club Report – Mrs Sutton

a. Mrs Sutton wished to thank everyone who have supported the social events and in particular Mr Pointer and Mr Gayton.

b. The money raised from the events would be used to purchase the timing equipment

c. Mr Walpole would find out why the Davidson cheque had not been received.
9. Plans for 2011

a. The 2011 dates, to be confirmed with the BSJA, were read out

b. It was agreed that the Club would organise Intro Shows with the unaffiliated classes to reduce the cost of insurance

c. Mrs Long felt that there were too many fun classes at the September show

d. Mr Chapman offered to ask the NFU to sponsor the unaffiliated insurance

e. It was agreed that the committee would agree venues for 2011 at the first committee meeting following the AGM

f. Mr Carver told members that a cheque for £21.52 had been presented to the RDA from gate donations at Cherry Bee Farm.  The RDA had written a letter of thanks to the Club.
